Our organization works with local churches, other non-
profits, and merchants to fill the needs of senior citizens (age
65 and older). Although our primary service is to supply food
and household items, we also provide minor home repairs,
furniture, appliances, shoes and clothing. We also find city,
county, state and federal services that can fill other needs
that the seniors may have; and help them with fill out
applications.

Below is a success story

PATCH provided food, household items, and PPE to
seventeen (17) senior citizens in Adamsville, Alabama and
Twelve (12) at Smithfield Manor, an inner-city housing
development in Birmingham, Alabama. We want to give a
special thank you and recognition to the Pastor of Victory

Christian Fellowship in Adamsville, Alabama (Pastor Jim
McCann 1V) who allowed us to use the fellowship hall for
this project. We want to also thank the five volunteers from
Groveland Baptist Church, who drove across town to help
with this project.

Approximately twenty (20) volunteers put in 8 hours loading
food at the grocery store and unloading it at the church. These
awesome servants sorted and bagged approximately 300
sacks/boxes of groceries. When the seniors arrived to get their
food, the volunteers also loaded the cars. Five of the
volunteers delivered food to those seniors who were unable to
come to the church.

The food which was given out was sufficient to supply the
seniors for 3-4 weeks.
